
 	
	 Grammar School Garden, 47 Esplanade, Fowey PL23 1HZ
This lovely harbour side shingle garden offers swathes of tall grasses and 
seaside planting.
Access: through a gate and down steps to two levels. Dogs on leads please.

	 9 Daglands Road, Fowey PL23 1JL
Small contemporary garden with views over the harbour. Mixed planting in 
beds including tree ferns, echiums and green-roofed  sheds.
Access: Approach via side passage through orange gate.
Open Fri & Sat 10am - 4pm 

	 The Plantation Gardens, Fowey PL23 1BQ
A delightful but lost public garden brought back by volunteers from a jungle 
of brambles, nettles and years of neglect.
Access: Two entrances: Lostwithiel Street - steps; Hanson Drive - no steps.	
Open 24 hours but daylight recommended for safety.

	 5 Cobbs Well, Fowey PL23 1BP
Tucked down in the centre of Fowey, this neat walled garden is full of roses, 
apple trees and cottage perennials. 
Access: Top of Browns Hill, opposite blue bus shelter. Steps inside. 
Dogs welcome but please ask before entering.
Open Fri & Sat 10am - 5pm

	 Porphyry Hall Garden, Cobbs Well Hill, Fowey PL23 1BS
A walled garden, last redesigned in 1952. Currently being tidied and 
replanted. Tea/coffee & cake. 
Opera in the Garden: Fri 4pm and Sat 1pm. No tickets required, but 
capacity controlled. 
Access: Large gate at the junction of Cobbs Well Hill and Rose Hill.
Open Fri & Sat 10am - 5pm 

	 Broadstairs, 37 North Street, Fowey PL23 1DB
Spectacular river views with tropical plants, an English garden & fruit trees. 
Come and enjoy tea & cake at the top.
Opera in the Garden: Fri 1pm and Sat 4pm. No tickets required, but 
capacity controlled. 
Access: Blue side gate between #29 & #31 North Street, steps leading 
to 4 levels but well worth the effort! Sorry, no dogs.
Open Fri & Sat 10am - 5pm 
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	 St John’s Church, Bodinnick Hill, Bodinnick PL23 1LX
A peaceful church garden on the Hall Walk. Rest awhile on benches 
amongst the shrubs and roses.  Art at St John’s exhibition open.
Access: Clearly marked church entrance 60 yds up Bodinnick Hill from 
the Ferry. Garden is paved with space for wheelchairs and pushchairs.
Open Fri & Sat 11am - 4pm 

	 Springhill, Chapel Hill, Polruan PL23 1PG
Large cottage garden on an exposed, hilly site, with small wooded area, 
just above the boatyard and overlooking the estuary.
Access: Take steps up from Chapel Lane/East Street steps marked
Hall Walk.
Open Sat only. 10am - 5pm

	 Chy an Rosen, Chapel Hill, Polruan PL23 1PG
Terraced garden on 3 levels with 30 uneven steps leading to summer house 
with views of the river.   Mostly mature shrubs, with wooded area. 
Added feature of funicular railway.
Access: Wooden gate leading to garden to right of house off Chapel lane.
Open: 

	 Maraba, 39 Fore Street, Polruan PL23 1PH
Long & thin and on a slope; a series of ‘garden rooms’, steps & uneven paths.
Access: Between 38 Fore Street and Florizel Mews up path & steps.
Open Fri & Sat 10am - 5pm

	 Gwel An Mor, Townsend, Polruan PL23 1QH
Small cottage style terraced garden, a mixture of trees, shrubs and 
perennial plants. Various seating areas, some views.
Access: Via steps front and rear from Townsend, top of Polruan.  
Sorry, no dogs.
Open Fri & Sat 10am - 5pm 

	 The Swallows, Battery Lane, Polruan PL23 1PW
A small garden overlooking the harbour mouth.  Planted with perennials and 
shrubs.  Artist’s studio also open.
Access: The garden is on a slight hill, there are some steps.
